« Clanak treba obvezno biti originalan (izvoran) i neobjavijen, te
uredno pripremljen za tisak.

» Clanci se tiskaju latinicom, na hrvatskom, engleskom ili nje-
mackom jeziku.

» Clanak, zajedno sa.slikovnim materijalom i tablicama, moze
imati najviSe 1 autorski arak (18000 slovnih mjesta).

¢ Clanke i saZetke treba pisati u treéem licu, pridrzavajuci se za-
konskih standarda i INDOK-propisa. Autori su obvezni pisati
metroloski korektno (postujuci dosljedno zakonsko mjeriteljstvo),
upotrebljavajuéi odgovarajuéu terminalogiju.

¢ Obvezna je primjena Sl-jedinica s ili bez odgovarajucih pred-
metaka. Za sve upotrijebljene fizikalne veli¢ine i faktore potrebno
je odvojeno priloziti njihov popis, s nazivima i koherentnim St-jedi-
nicama,

* Sve siike (crtezi, dijagrami i fotografije), kao i tablice, trebaju
biti izvorne i priloZene odvojeno od teksta. CrieZe i dijagrame tre-
ba uredno nacrtati u odgovarajuéem radunalnom programu. Fizi-
kalne veliine i faktori piSu se kosim velikim i malim slovima. Mjer-
ne jedinice i brojéane vrijednosti te ostali opisi piSu se uspravnim
slovima. Slike izradene racunalom preporucuje se reproducirati
laserskim pisaéem.

» Treba odvojeno priloziti opise ispod slika i tablica na hrvatskom
i engleskom jeziku. Potrebno je priloZiti i sazetke ¢lanaka s naslo-
vom na hrvatskom, engleskom i njema&kom.

¢ Literaturu je potrebno svrstati redosljedno kako se pojavijuje u
tekstu clanaka. U popisu literature treba navesti za knjige | Casopi-
se sljedete:

— redosliedni broj literature, inicijali imena, prezime autora,
naslov knjige, izdava¢, mjesto i godina,

- redosljedni broj literature, inicijali imena, prezime autora,
naziv ¢asopisa, godiSte, godina izdanja, broj €asopisa i
stranice od-do.

Autor treba predloZiti kategorizaciju ¢lanka uz obrazloZenje.

Radi brZeg i to¢nijeg tiskanja, molimo autore da rukopise Salju

na CD-u u kompatibilnom formatu i ispisane na papiru.

UPUTE RECENZENTIMA

Zavarivanje razvrstava radove u sljedece razrede:

~ izvorne znanstvene élanke, u kojima se iznosi dotad ne-
objavljene rezultate na takav nacin da ih se moze ponoviti ili pod-
vrgnuti jednoznaénoj provjeri;

~ prethodna priopCenja, u kojima se iznose rezultati
znanstvenih istraZivanja koja zahtijevaju brzo objavljivanje bez
osiguravanja mogucnosti proviere (ili se najavijuje neka nova
znanstvena spoznaja koja jos nije ustanovljena ili obradena u to-
likoj mjeri da bi se izravno mogla provjeriti ili primijeniti, ili se pak
neko pitanje struke obraduje na takav nacin da se dolazi do osobi-
to vaZznih opéenitijih spoznaja i do poticaja za daljnja istraZivanja);

- pregledne &lanke, u kojima se iznosi originalan, kriticki i
saZet prikaz nekog podrudja ili njegova dijela (ili stanja neke pro-
blematike, od usko strukovne do opée znanstvene) u kojima autor
i sam djeluje tako da je vidljiv njegov izvorni doprinos u odnosu na
veé objavljene radove, pregledno spomenute;

- strukovne ¢lanke (Clanke iz struke) u kojima se daje kori-
sne priloge iz odredene struke, koji i ne moraju potjecati iz viastitih
izvornih istraZivanja.

Autor treba uz svoje djelo obrazloZiti posebno i svoj prijediog
kategorizacije, navodeéi §to je svoje originalno dao i ¢ime obraz-
laZe i brani predlozenu kategorizaciju &lanka.

Recenzenti ¢e takav prijedlog usvoijiti ili promijeniti, ali im na
ovaj nacin nec¢e promaknuti najvazniji argumenti i stavovi autora.

INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

Authors are kindly asked to prepare their papers according to the
following instructions:
» The paper must be original, unpublished and properly prepared for
printing.
e Papers will be printed in Latin letters, in the Croatian, English or
German language. The paper, including figures and tables, must not
exceed 10 typed pages (18000 spaces).
¢ Papers and summaries should be written in 3th person, according
to the legal standards and INDOK-regulations. Authors are obliged to
write metrological correctly (respecting consistently the legal measure-
ment), using the appropriate terminology.
e The application of Sl-units is obligatory with or without appropriate
prefixes. For all applied physical characteristics and factors it is neces-
sary to enclose their list with names and coherent Sl-units.
« Al figures (drawings, diagrams and photographs) as well as tables
have to be original and enclosed separately from the text. The originals
should be twice the size than in the print. Indian ink drawings and dia-
grams should be drawn on the tracing paper (the width of the lines in
bold type for the most convenient reduction mentioned should be
about 0.5 mm and the width of other lines shouid be 0.3 mm for broken
and 0.2 mm for subsidiary lines).
e Physical characteristics and factors should be written in capital and
small italics. Measure units and numerical values as well as other de-
scriptions should be written with common letters. Laser printers should
be used for computer-generated figures.
» Figure and table captions should be separately enclosed. Summa-
ries of the papers with the titles should be also enclosed.
 The references should be arranged in the sequence of appearance
in the text and according tot he Chemical Abstract recommendatins,
the references for the books and magazines:
- sequence number, the author’s first name initials and the last
name, book title, publisher, place and year of publication
- sequence number, the author s first name initials and the last
name, magazine title, volume, year of publication, number of
the magazine and pages (from-to).
The author should propose the classification of his, paper and ex-
plain it. . X
In order to have a fast and correct printing, the authors are re-
quested, if it is possible, to send the papers also on the compatible MS
DOS diskette in ASCII format.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE REVIEWR’S PAPER

“Welding” classifies papers into following groups:

— Original scientific papers, presenting results of original re-
search works, which have not been previously published, in such a
way that can be repeated or subjected o unambigouous examination;

- Preliminary notes, giving the results of scientific research
which demand prompt publication without assuring the possibility of
examination, (or announcing a new scientific insight, which has not
been established or dealt with to such an extent that it might be exam-
ined or applied directly, or some technical matter is being dealt with in
such a way that it may lead to particularly important general insights
and encourage further investigations); )

- Reviewed papers, giving the original, critical, and conciose sur-
vey of a particular area or one of its segments, (or of a situation in a
subject matier, from narrow technical to general scientific) where the
author himself acts so as to present his personal original contribution
regarding previously published works, identified in the review;

- Professional papers (articles), which provide useful informa-
tion on a particular technical branch, which do not necessarily originate
from the author’s own research.

The author of a paper is also required to propose the classification
of his paper and to explain it, stating his original contribution, justifying
and defending at the same time the proposed classification of the
paper.

The reviewers shall either accept or change such a proposal, but
it will thus draw their attention to the author's most important argu-
ments and points of view.
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
